Procedure for Curriculum Review  

To ensure that the curriculum provided at the College is relevant, up to date and effective a review 
is an integral part of this process. At Catholic Regional College Caroline Springs, a review takes 
place each year to ensure that our curriculum is always compliant with the governing bodies and 
that learning is maximised.  

This procedure involves:  

• Cross referencing the College curriculum with the documented curriculum from the 
governing body.  

• Cross refencing the College assessment tasks with the documented curriculum from the 
governing body.  

• Ensuring that the Capabilities, Literacy and Numeracy remain embedded within the 
curriculum and are assessed according to the Victorian Curriculum Achievement 
Standards.  

• Review of student data from PAT Testing and NAPLAN as well as from the subject specific 
units of work.  

• Collaborative work between the Directors of Learning & Teaching, Learning Area Leaders, 
Course Convenors and subject teachers to update and improve curriculum 
documentation and delivery, which is supported by the following processes at the 
College:  

o Curriculum Scope & Sequence Document 
o Assessment Scope & Sequence Document  
o Curriculum Development Checklist 
o Course Convenor Guidelines  
o Course Convening Feedback 
o Collaborative Planning Meetings 

• Ensuring that teaching practices and resources are updated according to changes in 
curriculum requirements  

• Using the New Subject Proposals (template and timeline)  
• Using the Current Subject Review template  
• All teachers are encouraged to subscribe to the VCAA Bulletin and other updates to stay 

abreast of changes in curriculum requirements.  
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
