Founded in 2007, Catholic Regional College Caroline Springs was established to meet the growing demand for Catholic secondary education in Melbourne’'s western suburbs. Opening initially with 80 Year 7
students, the College became the fifth school within the Federation of Catholic Regional Colleges - a partnership that has supported Catholic education in the west since the late 1970s.

The Federation was formed through collaboration between parish representatives and church leaders who recognised the need for accessible Catholic secondary education in Melbourne’s rapidly growing
western corridor.

Since its establishment, Catholic Regional College Caroline Springs has grown into a vibrant and contemporary learning community serving students from Caroline Springs and surrounding suburbs. The
College has experienced significant growth in enrolments, facilities and learning opportunities, evolving from a small Year 7-10 campus into a thriving educational environment known for its strong sense of
